At the September 30, 2002 meeting of the IUP Teacher Education Coordinator Council
(TEEC), a motion unanimously passed to remove FDED 102 — American Education in
Theory and Practice from the Teacher Education core.

1. Accreditation agencies, both NCATE and PDE, no longer require a Foundations
of Education course.

2. The prescribed topics currently covered in that course are covered in individual
program “methods courses” in a manner that allows the topics to be presented in
the context and application of the content subject area.

3. There is a need to reduce the total number of credit hours for each Teacher
Education Program to facilitate compliance with the SSHE Board of Governors
directive that all programs of study be at 120 credit hours.
