I. Call to Order: 3:30

II. On a Stoudt/McCombie motion, the Minutes from the April 17, 2007 University-Wide Undergraduate Curriculum Committee Meeting were approved.

III. Co-Chairs Report.

A. Introductions and Welcome.  The Committee welcomes the following new members: Potts and Pearlman. Discussed one member’s class conflict and contacting Ramesh Soni and Robert Mutchnick about the method for securing a replacement member.

B. Election of secretary and co-chair. Numan was re-elected as co-chair of the Committee and LeAnn Wilkie was elected as Secretary.

C. Status as APSCUF Committee.  Discussed Rep Council’s review of UWUCC agendas instead of the University Senate and logistical issues such as agenda length, attendance by curriculum proposers at Rep Council and timing of curricula submissions to Rep Council.  APSCUF will need to develop some method of posting the agenda beforehand so that the entire university community can view it.  Only three UWUCC members are also members of Rep Council and there is the potential that that might cause problems if unexpected issues arise.  The issue of whether the UWUCC stays as an APSCUF Committee or goes back to being a Senate Committee will not be decided until the faculty contract is settled. 
D. Correcting differences between the UWUCC Handbook and the Graduate Handbook.  Discussed revision of the UWUCC handbook by a UWGC and UWUCC shared committee to standardize the sample syllabus to alleviate confusion for dual list proposals.
E. Copy Sharon Aikins on emails to proposers.  Sechrist asked the screening committees to copy Sharon Aikins (saikins@iup.edu) on all emails sent to curricula proposers so that she can update the docket.
F. Athletic Training Changes. Discussed accreditation issue and differing definitions of “track”, “program” and “major” between accreditation body and IUP and the fact that some minor changes were made prior to curricular approval so that our students would not suffer because our program was not accredited.

G. Liberal Studies Revision Update. Sadler informed the Committee that subcommittees are set up and a list will be sent to the Liberal Studies Committee, UWUCC, APSCUF representatives.  The LSRC worked on the proposal based on feedback received last spring and a new timeline will soon be published.  The LSRC anticipates a Fall 2010 implementation date. Hannibal asked Sadler if the LSRC had the total number of hours for the new liberal studies core in order to make program revisions.  Sadler said it will probably be approved by Spring 2008.

Proposal was returned to the department with the following suggested changes/clarifications: specify which online activities align with each objective; correct course prefix; remove capitalization of “deaf”; locate correct version of original syllabus of record with correct course outline (number of hours); the Committee requests the proposers attend the next meeting to provide details about the course in terms of instructional activities.
