D. 07-25 PHIL 110 Reasoning and the Law, new course. Proposal was tabled with the following comments: Sadler commented that objectives still need revision per Liberal Studies Committee (stem and measurable objectives). Sadler will ask about connection between objectives A and D and the evaluation methods (3 exams); change course credit formatting.  Under catalog description, line 1, sentence 2, add “will be” to sentence beginning, “Students exposed….”
E. 07-26 Health and Physical Education, catalog description and program title changes. On a Sadler/Peterson motion, proposal was approved with the following revisions: Under “Bachelor of Science Degree-Physical Education and Sport (New),” line, 2, change “verity” to “variety” (this is in the current catalog) and on the side by side for the program titles the old and new footnotes are switched.
F. 07-28 GEOS 254 Exploration of Space, new course. On a Scandrett/McCombie motion, proposal was approved.
G. 07-29 Bachelor of Arts-Asian Studies - Major, Minor, catalog description change, program revision. Proposal was tabled with the following questions/clarifications: Furnish a signed cover sheet; clarify the discrepancy between Category B (old proposal), the courses listed under Footnote #4 (new proposal) and those listed on the bottom of page 9.  Confirm that the changes requested by the catalog editor are addressed.
