II. Approval of Minutes:

The minutes of November 30, 2004 were approved with two editorial changes.
III.       Co-Chairs Report
Sechrist introduced Mr. Patrick Barnacle, a student member who joined the UWUCC late in the fall semester.  

Because of some changes to committee membership, Sechrist reassigned some UWUCC members to different screening committees.
Sechrist reported on a meeting she had with Dean Butzow, Tom Meloy, and Mary Ann Rafoth regarding concerns about the collecting of outcomes data for NCATE.  At the December APSCUF Representative Council meeting a faculty member had some concerns that there may be a contractual violation because the UWUCC was not involved.  At that meeting Mary Ann explained that the UWUCC had already discussed this issue and determined that the NCATE requirements were not a  violation of the curriculum process.  Dean Butzow, however, would like a statement from the UWUCC and the provost addressing the issue.
The committee asked Staszkiewicz to have Nick Kolb recommend a specific date for departments to submit distance education course proposals to be offered in an immediately subsequent semester.  The UWUCC decided at the November 30, 2004 meeting that this should be prior to student registration for the subsequent term, but it might be better to have specific dates for the UWUCC to consider.
