Co-Chairs Report


Re: 37a/37b:  Dr. Tawni Holm from the Religious Studies department has reported that she wants the Biblical Hebrew course to count as a language. She does not object to changing the prefix numbers of the proposed new cross-listed courses in Biblical Hebrew I and II  so that they match the number assigned to the courses by the Critical Languages department.  


A query from the Natural Sciences department: how soon will there be department honors guidelines? The UWUCC indicated that there was a need for coordination between departments and the Honors College. While these courses do not  need Honors College approval, it was suggested that courses should inform the Honors College given that departments may want Honors College students in their department program and these students will need to count those credits as part of fulfilling Honors College requirements towards graduation. It was also recommended that a department program should be sent to the Honors College for discussion and coordination even though the program itself does not need their approval. However,. It was also discussed how honors programs could be indicated on transcripts: it was suggested that the honors program could be developed as a track with its own number.  

Prefix changes: discussion about changing course prefixes and department prefixes. The Registrar would prefer no changes for the sake of the complicated changes that would need to be made to the degree audit system. A global e-mail would be sent regarding this matter.  The Registrar also indicated that departments should make sure that the new prefix change is not already designated. What does this mean for program prefix changes that are currently being processed? It was suggested that those concerned parties should consult the registrar.
