(0031) FDED 102 American Education Theory and Practice, course revision, number/catalog description change, course prerequisite change (was FE 202): returned with the following recommendations: a) there is a need to change the catalogue description to match more closely the course objectives and its relationship to the COE-ET Knowledge Base as well as the detailed course outline, b) are all of the specific outcomes appropriate for freshmen for whom the course is designated?

B. (00-32k) NURS 412 Professional Nursing III, new course. Passed on a Klingaman/Putirka motion; Sadler abstaining. 

C. (00-32l) NURS 432 Psychiatric/Mental Health Nursing, new course. Recommending that the full title of the course be included on the proposal, it was passed on a Tannous/Cramer motion; Sadler abstaining

D. (0032m) NURS 434 Community Health, new course. Passed on a Tannous/Ciganko motion; Sadler abstaining.

E. (00-42) BIOL 119 Emerging Diseases, new course. Returned with the following recommendations; a) course description revised; b) A1. Recommended cut of line that indicates that Biology majors can take the course; c) C6. Revise to make a more generic statement that does not use discussion articles as a means of determining class size.

F. (00-53) ADVT/LRNC 170 Career Exploration, prefix change (was LRNC 170). Suggesting that the bibliography should be updated, the course was provisionally passed on a Klingaman/Peterson motion; Tannous abstained. 

G. (00-49) Distance Education. Question of discrepancy between contract language and proposal language referred back to APSCUF and Administration for discussion. 

H. 00-50 SAFE 299 Experience in Cooperative Education I, course revision/course description change. Approved with a recommendation to ensure that the course objectives (p.2) match those on p.4. 

I. 00-51 SAFE 399 Experience in Cooperative Education II, course revision/ course description change. Approved on a Putirka/ Stephenson motion.
