II. Minutes of January 25 meeting:  Sadler/Miller motion to approve passed with following changes:

A. III. B: change “we’ve” to we’re” and date to 2/1

B. IV.E.1.a: change “QP 215” to “QB 215” in both instances

C. IV.F.1.e: change to “syllabus of record”

D. IV.F.2: Add discussion concerning use of word “track” or “concentration” in 99-25h  B.S. in Education -- Social Sciences Ed/Sociology Track/Sociology Track, program revision.  Decision made to recommend consistent use of word “track” throughout the proposal.

III. Chair's Report:  

A.  New member of committee: Tim Wibowo from COB (MIS Department). Assigned to SC 1 for now.

B. Docket emailed to APSCUF by Marcia.  Will also be copied to Ray & Alarcon  (Senate) and Berezansky (Registrar’s Office). Docket will be placed on Senate website.

C. Since last Rep Council meeting, one member of Rep Council has asked for copies of 36 proposals.  Myers asked for clarification from Heilman on appropriateness of request and practical aspects of copies and distribution support.

D. Sadler: Question of appointment of Liberal Studies Committee asked by  APSCUF.

IV. Items for Review/Possible Action:
A. Liberal Studies Committee Report: None

B. A.S. Degree in Accounting: 99-28 -- A.A. Degree in Business Specializing in Accounting, program revision:

1. Question of location of old catalog description still unanswered by department.

2. Choice of “will” to replace “may” on last sentence of new catalog description.

3. Question concerning LS previous approval still being in effect with present revisions as a result of defining all 3 LS electives in this proposal. If this is the intent, it needs to be made clear in proposal.

4. Still missing credits in Proposed Program for Natural Science Requirement (4?)

5. Concerns raised about problems of MA 214 not transferring as satisfying the LS math requirement if students in this program transfer to four-year accounting degree program (MA 214 would then be a LS Elective only). As this requirement does not meet LS Learning Skills Math listing, it can’t be listed in this proposal.  Suggested changes: BE 111 or MA 121.  Eliminate MA 214 completely in this listing unless in LS Electives category – and elimination of 3 free credits.

6. Sent back to department to address LS concerns.

C. Pre Student Teaching:

1. 99-45a: ED 242 -- Pre Student Teaching Clinical Experience I, course revision

a. Copies of answers to five UWUCC questions given as part of 1/25 agenda package.

b. Suggestion: to change minimum/minimal to “core” or “basic” in Justification/Rationale for the revision to make proposal more palatable to Senate

c. Need to make change of course description in curriculum proposal.  Needs to be added as “Course or Catalog Description Change.”

2. 99-45b: ED 342 -- Pre Student Teaching Clinical Experience II, course revision

3. Sechrist/Weiner motion to approve passed with above changes.

D. Teaching Elementary School French and German: 99-50 --  FR 390/ GR 390 Teaching Elementary School Content in French and German, new course 

1. Needs grading scale.

2. Will there need to be a competency exam prior to taking this course? (Parallel course in Spanish has this as a pre-requisite.)

3. Bibliography more updated than 1993?
