Minutes from the  2/22 meeting were reviewed and with minor edits identified, were approved on a Wilson/McKee motion. 
Dr. Barker presented the Type II request to approve FDNT 362 Experimental Foods as a department approved writing course.  On a Hughes/Coccarelli motion preliminary approval was given with the following recommendations: 1) the cover sheet needs to be signed, 2) the pre-requisite needs to be revised (see current catalog), 3) may add an objective that relates to the improvement of writing as a course outcome, and 4) add reference to a culminating activity during the final exam week (week 15). 
The committee reviewed the responses from Dr. Charles Kanyarusoke concerning the LBST 499 Development Communication proposal.  On an Asamoah/Hughes motion the committee approved the proposal with the following recommendation: 1) to consider the title Africa: Bridging the Cultural Divide (Wilson abstained from voting).

A revised version of BIOL 281 The Diversity of Africa was reviewed. The course will be taught during an 18-21 day trip to southern Africa. On a Wilson/McKee motion, the LSC agreed to allow students who enroll in this course during the summer of 07 to count the course as a non-lab science/liberal studies elective pending completion of a Petition for Exception for an LS Requirement form, with the following recommendations, 1) two typos in the catalog description “…examines impact of biological….” and “…bachelor’s” degree…., 2) suggest a revision of course objective #2 to read .. identify the major…… and discuss…..using specific examples, and 3) include a grading scale i.e., 90-100 = A.   
Sadler provided an update on the Liberal Studies Revision Steering Committee on-line meeting and encouraged members to remind faculty in their departments to participate.  
The meeting was adjourned at 4:15 pm on a Coccarelli/McKee motion.
