Minutes were approved on a Wilson/Mannikka motion.

Provisionally approved Liberal Studies revisions for the following programs:

On a Wilson/Young motion, the BA Computer Science was approved with a recommendation to simplify the statement that explains the math options.

On a Zoni/Dively motion, the BA Computer Science/Languages and Systems track was approved with a recommendation to simplify the statement that explains the math options. 

On a Swinker/Mannikka motion, the BS Nursing and the BS Nursing/Registered Nurse Track were approved with the following recommendations: 1) question why HPED 143 is not considered met by the major, and 2) the RN track does not meet the minimum 48 credits of LS and 3) question whether footnote is to be changed because language is different than what is in catalog.

Tabled the following proposals because of questions:

BS Computer Science/Information Assurance Track: 1) numbers are not correct and confusing footnote;

BS Computer Science Applied Computer Science Track: 1) confusing language and footnote

BS Education Health & Physical Education: 1) numbers are not adding up to 120, 2) letters from depts on FDNT, PSYC, and SOC, 3) question need for H&W?
BS Education and Sport/Aquatic Track: 1) table for the current program not exact, 2) changes to SOC and ECON—were depts. notified and need rationale, 3) question need for H&W.

BS Physical Education and Sport/Sport Administration Track: 1) table for current program not exact, 2) question need for H&W.
BS Physical Education and Sport Exercise Science Track: 1) table for current program not exact, 2) numbers are not adding up to 120, 3) question need for H&W 4) were depts. notified about dropping BTED/COSC/IFMG 101?
BTED 101 Microbased Computer Literacy was reviewed and resulted in the following: 1) answers to Liberal Studies question not included in the proposals, 2) questions on the checklist, 3) ask about current graphics software, 4) bibliography, and 5) use of Zip drive.
On a Zoni/Wilson motion BS Education English Education, was provisionally approved with the following recommendations: 1) change  MATH 100 to 101 since Math 100 is not an LS course, 2) right flush and bold the numbers for each section, 3) use standard statement about the second math course required for DOE, 4) statement about Nat Science Option II can be used for advisements sheets, but not in catalog.
On a Zoni/Dively motion the BS Physical Education & Sport-Athletic Training Track was approved.
On a Mannikka/Swinker motion BA General Anthropology was approved with a recommendation to change the free electives from 25-31.
On a Zoni/Mannikka motion BA Anthropology/Archaeology Track was approved with a recommendation to change free electives from 24-30.
On a Zoni/Mannikka motion BA Anthropology/Applied Anthropology Track was approved with a recommendation to change free electives from 25-31.
On a Swinker/Zoni motion, gave provisional approval  for LS changes to Environmental Health with the following revisions: 1) LS number needs of 56 needs adjusted 2) 10 credits of LS Electives is beyond the range approved for LS Electives, so one of the courses required needs moved to another category, 3) PSYC and SOC added as Social Sciences—were these depts. notified? 
Approved for endorsements the Information Literacy Standards that were adopted by the Information Literacy Task Force.  Our approval and endorsement will be forwarded to UWUCC.
