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PURPOSE:
The purpose of a Verification of Illness is to support the IUP community in enhancing personal and academic excellence, and establish a guideline for students experiencing a




medical absence from class.
POLICY:

Medical Excuses




It is the policy of the Health Service not to provide medical excuses.  In certain circumstances a verification of illness form may be provided, however, the Health Service does not have the authority to excuse students from class attendance policies determined by individual professors.
PROCEDURES:
1.
Health Service staff shall provide the following information to patients requesting a verification of illness.

a.)
If students require proof of illness for a missed class, the staff may confirm their visit to the Health Service, but will not release confidential information pertaining to the reason for their visit without a Consent for Release of Information, signed by the student, designating the person to whom they want the information released.


b.)
Students may use their copy of the Verification of Illness form as proof of visiting the Health Service and may share this with their professor or employer at their discretion.

c.)
Verification of Illness will ONLY be written for verified visits to the Health Service with a 



medical provider.  They will not be given for students using self-care.

2.
A student may request a written excuse for missed work.  It will be up to the individual provider whether she/he provides this written excuse.
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
