Minutes from January 25, 2001 meeting were approved on a Hanson/Feldman motion with 
revisions to the Honor's College discussion. 


Summarized discussion of Honors College proposal for HNRC 499 that occurred at 1/25 
meeting. Action on proposal tabled until all committee members have opportunity voice 
questions/concerns. 


Reviewed the Liberal Studies requirements for the Electro-Optics Program proposals. Several 
issues need clarification. 
Associate in Applied Science program: 

1) 
COSC 101 and 201 -need to add other prefixes or provide rationale for limiting to COSC. Are the other departments who teach these cross-listed courses aware of the new program? Is there a reason why letters of support from BE IM and CM were not requested? This issue needs addressed for all three-program proposals. 

2) 
MATH 121 is an option for meeting the math requirement but is not listed on the course sequence (pg 4) 

3) 
SAFE 145 is proposed as meeting "Other Requirements", yet Safety Science dept has proposed this course as a Health & Wellness course. This issue needs addressed for all three program proposals. 

Associate in Science program: 

1) 
Senate approved LS requirements for A.S. degrees state that the minimum 20 credit does not include the math and natural science credits (this requirement is based on the SSHE Board of Governors policy and is not an IUP mandate). The proposed program has 19 credits in the L.S. core (exclusive of math and science). 

2) 
Health and Wellness -only the HPED section is mentioned. Either FDNT needs added or a justification provided (applies to BS program, also) 

Bachelor of Science in Applied Electro-Optics Track: 

1) Justification for MATH 121 instead of MATH 123 as required for the existing B.S. Applied Physics program 

2) Clarify the foreign language requirement (0-6cr) and how this should appear in the catalog so as to minimize any potential confusion. 

3) There are discrepancies in how courses are categorized in the catalog version (pg 2) and the advisement checklist (pg 5). 

4) Letters of support/acknowledgement address the A.S. and A.A.S. degree programs and not the new track in Electro-Optics. 

Mary Sadler will discuss these issues with Dennis Whitson.

Discussed BIOL 118 The History of Pain, Dr. David Pistole, a new course proposed for the non-laboratory science category. A revised copy was reviewed. Dr. Pistole made changes recommended at the December meeting. Items that still need to be addressed are: UWUCC format, minor revisions to the course objectives and changing the word "lectures" to hours in the sentence preceding the lecture topical outline. The committee requests that a letter of 

acknowledgement/support from the nursing department seems appropriate. Provisional approval on a motion was made pending a positive response from the nursing department. 
Social Equity grant discussed briefly. Faculty interested in helping with any aspect of project should inform Mary Sadler. Diversity workshops are being planned for mid May and Professional Development Workshops designed to mentor new faculty with the promotion processes are also planned for late this year. 
Dr. Matt Willen from English department has been contracted to conduct the Writing Workshop in May. 
Discussed the need for revitalizing the LS program and recommitting to the goals. Faculty input for ways to accomplish this are welcomed. Several ideas were generated: a session focused on innovative practices in LS courses, a session with the academic Provost about vision and resources to support the vision; sessions with LBST 499 faculty sharing successes and challenges of teaching senior synthesis.
