Reviewed Type I proposal fiom Dr. J. Jozefowicz -approved Type I status on a Wilson/Carter motion. The following revisions are necessary: correct catalog description, grading scale, and ask about attendance policy. Issues will be addressed before proceeding to Senate. 
Reviewed Type I proposal fiom Dr. Stephanie Jozefowicz -approved Type I status on a Swinker/Zoni motion. The following areas will be discussed with the proposer: attendance policy, exam security, grading scale, prerequisites, new email address, some inconsistencies in the proposal. 
B.S. in Secondary Education/Spanish approved the addition of a math course that may be taken as an LS course on a Zoni/Young motion. We recommend a minor revision: that "MATH course (1)" appear before the statement "no courses with SPAN prefix", rather than in the order on the proposal. 
Discussed the outcome of the meeting between NURS and HPED concerning the controversial issues. The meeting did not result in satisfactory resolution and HPED continues with their position that they will write a letter of support only if the course is advanced as a team-taught course. Decided to take action on the proposal on the merits of whether it meets the LS criteria for Health & Wellness and allow the controversy over resources to be dealt with at the UWUCC level. On a Wilson/Slack motion, NURS 143 Healthy People was approved for the Health & Wellness category pending resolution of the issues and approval at UWUCC. Vote: 5-yes; 1-no; 0-abstentions. 
Discussed Ron Emerick's response to the LSC. Decided that Mary Sadler will begin a written response and forward to committee members for additional input.
