On a Wilson/Warman motion, granted Type III writing status approval for ARHI 417 Byzantine Art and Dr. Irene Kabala. Our approval will be advanced to UWUCC where the course is being reviewed as a new course.
On a Wilson/Swinker motion provisionally approved Liberal Studies revisions for the following programs:

BS Education - Health & Physical Education approval contingent upon 1) an FYI that MATH 100 is not an approved LS course so students will need to select MATH 101 or higher to meet this requirement, 2) justification for including HPED 143 as a choice for HPED majors and notification to the Military Science dept of this proposed change.

BS Physical Education and Sport/Exercise Science Track 

This approval is contingent upon the department providing the following: 1) justification/rationale for adding HPED 143 as an option for their majors – address the content, relevancy and whether this content is covered elsewhere in the curriculum and resource issues, 2) evidence that Food & Nutrition Dept. and Military Science know about this change and their response to the change 3) evidence that departments have been notified about proposed additions or deletions to the LS Elective or Social Science categories, 4) add “no courses with an HPED prefix” to the LS Elective line, 5) remove all the unnecessary information in the LS section, i.e. all the FA choices, English courses, LBST 499, etc. 6) Sport Administration Track – was ANTHR 110 intended to be included or not?, 7) Exercise Science Track –MLSC was eliminated as a choice for H&W. 
On a Myers/ Wilson motion approved the LS changes to the BA Spanish.

On a Young/Zoni motion approved final LS changes to the BS Education- English Education program. 

On a Myers/Swinker motion provisionally approved LS changes to the BS Applied Physics/Electro-Optics Track, pending a completed cover sheet with necessary signatures.
Provisionally approved the following programs pending resolution of some language/numbers that were confusing and perhaps misleading, (3-10 cr math; footnotes; ranges; and free electives).  Jim Myers agreed to work with the Computer Science dept to finalize the changes.
