Minutes from the January 22, 2004 meeting were approved on a Young/Wilson motion. 
Reviewed the more detailed syllabus and discussed PSYC 481 with Dr. Kaniasty. On a Asamoah/Mannikka motion, it was agreed that students may petition to have this course substitute for LBST 499 for Summer 04 only. It is recommended that the publicity statement state: “the Liberal Studies Committee conducted a preliminary review of PSYC 481 and agrees to honor a student’s request to have this course taught during the Summer 2004 substitute for LBST 499. Interested students can pursue this option by filing a Petition for Exception to Liberal Studies Requirement form upon return to IUP. 
Discussed the revisions submitted to the LSC and on a Wilson/Feldman motion approved LBST 499 Human Computer Interaction, Dr. Rose Shumba, Computer Science department. 
With Dr. Ankney, we discussed the history of the approval process for JRNL 105 Journalism and the Mass Media.  The committee was provided with all the documentation associated with the approval process beginning in 1995. The policy grievance “memoranda of understanding” stated that the course should be returned to the LSC for deliberation as to whether all the recommendations made by the LSC in 1995 were met.  On a Feldman/Stenta motion, the LSC approved JRNL 105 Journalism and the Mass Media for the Social Science category of courses (5 yes; 0 no; 2 abstained). This decision was based on a review of the LSC deliberations from 1995 and a validation that the Journalism dept acted on all the recommendations made by the LSC in 1995. If Senate approves this change, then the Journalism dept will ask the LSC to delete the course from the LS Electives list. 
On a Mannikka/Stenta motion approved the Liberal Studies portion of the BS Education –Economics Track program revision. We recommend that the department secure a letter of acknowledgement from the Sociology dept indicating their awareness that SOC 337 is no longer included as a LS Elective for those students.
