Minutes from the 11/18 meeting were approved with editorial revision. 
Reviewed the revised Type III proposal, ENGL 460 Topics in Film, from Dr. Tom Slater. 
Dr Slater responded appropriately to all the recommendations.  On a Hoffsommer/Collins motion, approved Type III status for ENGL 460 Topics in Film:  The Jesus Story on Film with faculty Dr. Tom Slater. 
On a Wilson/Young motion approved LBST 499 The Kennedy Era, Dr. Stanford Mukasa. The following recommendations will be shared with him: 1. course objectives should begin with the stem - "At the end of this course students will be able to": and then revise the objectives to be student centered and written in behavioral language that
lends itself to measurement, 2. include an Attendance Policy as this is now required in all
syllabi, 3. is there criteria for grading the assignments, and 4. determine that all the materials cited in the syllabus are available at IUP or otherwise available to students. 
Reviewed the Liberal Studies component of the BS Business/ Pre-Law Track proposal and recommend the following changes:

1. # of LS credits should be at 55 (the minimum number required)

2. free electives change to 5

3. PHIL 450 is not an approved course in the LS Humanities section. If this course is required of majors, it should be moved down into major requirements. Why are there 6 credits of Philosophy required in the LS section; those 9 credits of humanities are to include HIST 195, ENGL 121, and 3 credits of a PHIL or RLST course. If a second or third PHIL course are required,  they need moved down out of LS component.  You will need to decide where to put them, but if they are both required, then there is a problem with being one credit over at 121.    

Our recommendations and provisional approval will be forwarded to the UWUCC and to Dr. Dennis Ames. On a Zoni/Asamoah motion, provisionally approved the LS component of the BS Business/Pre-Law Track pending revision. 
On a Asamoah/Young motion approved a request from Dr Lilia Savova to change the title of her section from Eastern Europe after the Berlin Wall to LBST 499 Perspectives on Eastern Europe.
