On a Zoni/Barnacle motion approved the Liberal Studies component for the B.S. Chemistry/Honors Program in Chemistry Education. The department is asked to provide a rationale for the change in Natural Science option for when the proposal advances to Senate for approval. 
On a Wilson/Young motion approved course deletion BTED 111 Foundations of Business Math (6-support; 3-opposed). 

M. Sadler reported that revisions for the Type I request from Dr. Chauna Craig were received and that the approval was forwarded to UWUCC.

On a Young/Wilson motion approved Dr. Mary MacLeod, Philosophy Department, for Type I Professor Commitment status. 

Reviewed the Type I proposal from Dr. Sarah Wheeler. While there is no question that there are adequate opportunities for writing and revision in this course, the committee offers the following recommendations, primarily for clarity:

1) separate requirements from grading criteria, 2) include a grading scale, 3) using the syllabus of record format for students benefit, 4) check percentages since they add up to more than 100%, 5) check number of weeks in semester on outline.  Proposal returned for revisions.  
On a Swinker/Wacker motion agreed that for one semester only, students who enroll in BIOL 281 Microbes and Man may count this course for a non-lab science.

M. Sadler provided an update on the Liberal Studies revision activities.
