Minutes from 10-20-05 meeting were approved on a Coccarelli/Wacker motion.  

Reviewed the proposal from Dr. Rose Shumba for LBST 499 Usability and Society, a revision of LBST 499 Human Computer Interaction.  On a Young/Wacker motion gave provisional approval pending some minor revisions:  1) the title is nebulous and a new title is recommended. Some suggestions offered included, Life with Machines; Technology: Usability and Society; Click, Clack, Scroll; Click Here….; Technology for Dummies; and Interactive Products and Society,  2) consider revising 3 of the course objectives that, as written, do not lend themselves to measurement – “understand the scope..”, “understand role..”, and “clearly see how..”, 3) add reference to the Final Exam week, 4) consider clarifying that the Appeals Policy on page 10 relates to appealing a grade on an assignment and is not the IUP policy for appealing a final course grade. This could be clarified by rewriting the initial phrase to state, “To appeal a grade for an assignment, send an email to me within 2 weeks……”, 5) please note that Pechan Health Center does not provide “excuses” for students, only documentation that the student was seen at the health center. 
Reviewed the revised proposal submitted by Dr. Sarah Wheeler for Type I professor commitment status; approved on a Myers/ Zoni motion.  

Conducted a preliminary review of a new course proposal, GEOS 125 Forensic Geology for the LS Elective and non-lab science categories. Because of the need for more 200 level non-lab sciences, the committee suggested that Sadler ask the proposer or department chair about the rationale for designing this as a 100 level course. This proposal will be reviewed again once it is on the UWUCC docket. 

M. Sadler distributed a copy of the proposed University Student Learning Outcomes and provided an update on the process.
