On a Wacker/Zoni motion the LSC approved the 11-9-06 minutes with some editorial corrections.

In his role as the IUP representative, Nick Kolb presented an overview of the charge and the organization of the PASSHE Transfer & Articulation Oversight Committee.  He distributed and discussed 3 handouts: Pending HB 185, Transfer & Articulation Oversight Committee, and Equivalency Standard Framework Discussion Document.  He responded to questions and concerns and extended an invitation for members for the LSC to attend the next teleconference on November 29th at 1:30.

George Bieger and Susan Fello presented the revised syllabus for LBST 499 Childhood in America.  The proposal adequately addressed the concerns that were previously raised by the LSC.  IN order to create a complete new document for the LS files, the proposers are asked to add to their revised syllabus: 1) the disciplinary perspectives that are emphasized in the course, 2)the UWUCC Syllabus of Record format that included the course title, prerequisite, grading scale, and publicity statement.  The faculty who were approved in the past to teach this section participated in the updating of this section and their approval is re-affirmed (Nicholson, Bieger, Fennimore, Vold, Twiest).  On a Zoni/Asamoah motion, the following faculty are approved to teach LBST 499 Childhood in America: Dr. Susan Fello, Dr. Sara, Rutledge, Dr. Mary Ann Hannibal, Dr. Valarie Hiterbran, and the revised syllabus of record is approved.
Robert Begg presented his planned adaptations to the LBST 499 Blues in American Culture, a section that was originally designed by retired professor Michael Vella. On a Wacker/Zoni motion the LSC approved Dr. Robert Begg as the instructor of record for LBST 499 Blues in American Culture.
