II. Minutes of February 8 meeting:    Approved with following changes:

D. Item IV D 3: Add questions about textbook copyright date as well.

III. Chair's Report:  

A. Met with Dave Grover, chair of Psychology Department re: PC 325 approval as 4-credit course mandating some adjustment in credit hours of program. Requested to add this item to agenda approved.

B. Request from Marcia McCarty re: how she is to know that items have been returned to departments for docket updates.

C. Docket updates: Following returned to departments -- 1a-g, 4, 9, 10, 11, 12, 13, 20, 21, 29, 39, 43a, 43b; following approved by UWUCC on 12/14/99 -- 23 b-c; following approved by UWUCC on 2/15/00 -- 3, 25e-h; SC assignments -- 39 to SC-2, 54 to SC-3.

D. Response to faculty request for 33 proposals noted in the last meeting: Myers informed this faculty member that the SC handling these proposals has already been contacting Economic Department chair about their interests in this proposal.  Faculty member encouraged to talk this over with his chair.  SC: It would appear that Economics Department concerns should be reviewed by the UWUCC. Still no official response from Heilman concerning Myers' question on practical aspects of copies and distributions should there be any further requests for copies of proposals.  Sechrist will bring up this question at the APSCUF Executive Committee meeting at the suggestion of Heilman. Committee asked for suggestions to make to Exec. Committee concerning this issue.

E. Still need two more faculty and two more student members on this committee.

B. 99-3: SO 452 Disability and Society, new course

1. Course number changed from SO 451 to SO 452

2. Took faculty name off of syllabus of record and made format consistent with curriculum standards and removed graduate information on it.

3. Updated bibliography a bit

4. Course objectives now all in objective form.

5. Grading scale now included.  Class attendance policy removed.

6. Re-organized class schedule by weeks and days.

7. Still need to add to course description: 3c-0l-3sh – and eliminate “3 credits; 3 hours/week”

8. Motion from Howe/Sadler to approve passed.

C. 99-25e-h: Sociology Department program revisions 

1.  99-25e: Human Services Track, program revision

a.  Held up because of SO 452 approval needed

2. 99-25f: General Sociology Track, program revision

3. 99-25g: Applied Social Research Track, program revision

a. Identical to a & b above

b. Howe/Miller motion to approve passed.

4. 99-25h: B.S. in Education -- Social Sciences Education/Sociology Track, program revision

a. Issue has been our latest recommendation to use “Track” to work with Banner choices.  Concerns with College of Education use of word “concentration” determined to not be a problem according to John Johnson.  No problem with on any level with the use of the word “Track” in this proposal.  Need to check off Title Change on cover sheet.

b. EX 301 concern: those who failed competency tests formerly needed to take EX 301.  This proposal would like to require EX 301 instead of competency tests. P. 106 in Catalog indicates that EX 301 is already included in the program. Suggest copying current catalog listing for both old and new comparison columns and eliminating footnote #2 in the new comparison column

c. AN 321 is recommended for deletion from the program requirements/options.  Will need to notify the Anthropology Department of this deletion with a copy to either Howe or Myers. 

d. Howe/Tannous motion to approve with above recommendations passed.

5. PC 325 as course revision change from 3 to 4 credit course with course number change as well (previously PC 322). Approved in November and on Senate agenda this month. 

a. Myers gave overview of credit numbers adjustment options with shift of credits in majors to 38-41 credits for BA in Applied Psychology Track and 34-38/39 for BA in Psychology and in minors: Psychology minor to 18-23 credits and Psychological Science minor to 17-19 credits.

b. Also need to clarify the number of PC Elective beyond PC 101 in BA in Psychology: 6-7 credits or 6-8 credits?  If so, then the Major would be 34-39 credits and the Free Electives would be 9-21.

c. Credit number changes approved with cover sheet pending by end of next week on Putirka/Miller motion.
