Tuesday, April 25, 2000

I. Called to order: 3:20 PM

II. Minutes of April 18 meeting: Approved on a Tannous/Orchard motion with the following change: Item IV G – also is a course number change to RP 454

III. Chair's Report:  

A. Confusion on how to volunteer for UWUCC addressed in email response from Heilman: Need to use the APSCUF committee membership request form.

B. Brought UWUCC attention to agenda for 5/2 Senate meeting item for action: the 3-step process for teacher education proposed.  There appears to be a number of UWUCC curriculum issues in this proposal not yet presented for approval to UWUCC.  In addition, it is unclear as to when this proposal (if passed) would go into effect.  Possible to pass this proposal with the stipulation that UWUCC would have to address the course revisions prior to implementing this policy.

C. Members of committee asked to proof-read the programs upon which they worked in the Senate agenda – and notify chair if any mistakes are discovered.

D. Sechrist, Sadler and Weiner are on sub-committee to revise the 1993 UWUCC Handbook that had been addressed in 1997 but not re-published yet.

E. Chair Myers thanked committee for its work this year.

IV. Items for Review/Possible Action:

A. Liberal Studies Committee

For information:

1. Dr. James Dearing, Music, approved as a Type I writing professor

2. Dr. Wang Xi, History, approved as a Type I writing professor

For action: Bachelor of Science in Education-Social Science Education/Geography Track: approved the request for a change in liberal studies electives to include SO 362.  It was suggested that the prerequisite waiver for this course be included in the catalog as a footnote beside SO 362 to prevent unnecessary confusion.  It was suggested that the footnote read: (1) AN 271-274 or SO 261-274 may substitute for SO 151 as a pre-requisite for this course.

Sadler/Peterson motion to approve passed with Sechrist abstention.

B. 99- 5 BS in Management, Operations Management concentration, program revision and title change (was Industrial Management concentration)

1. Still including IM 260 in tabular summary of changes.  Still needs to be addressed as IM 260 no longer exists in curriculum.

2. Letters from Shawer to Camp (Math) indicates request not to delete MA 417 from this track.  No response to this request indicated in proposal.  Need response in order to address program approval.

3. Letter from Wolfe and Oblitey suggests three courses to be included in the track. No response to this request indicated in proposal.  Again need response in order to address program approval.

4. Are they referring to MA 417 in listing of courses in middle of “Deletions from Electives” section on Pg. 6?  Also a spelling error in sentence before: enrollment.  Also need to delete second “two” in second to last paragraph on this page.

5. IM 350 pre-requisites are not addressed in the proposal for elective options.  Do they need to be?

6. Why did numbers change in Liberal Studies total?  Not clear that there is any need to do this.  They need to provide their numbers to justify this change.

7. Question about deletion of MG 428 in new program?  Why not mentioned in deletions listed on p. 6?  Also needs to be addressed on p. 4 in listing for “Courses deleted from required courses: None”.

8. Need to take out the “W” notations on p. 3 & 4.

9. Still not addressing our concerns about including EC 344 as a non-business course in this proposal and a business course in the catalog definition of business courses (p.49).

10. P. 6 “focused” misspelled in item #4.  Suggest eliminating “immediate” in item #2 as it doesn’t address long-term concerns, if there are any.

C. 99- 6 BS in Management, General Management concentration, program revision   (Not able to be addressed today as department gave no response to concerns raised.)

1. Old version needs to use word “track” as in catalog

2. Missing footnotes in old program and “controlled electives”

D. 99- 7 BS in Management, Human Resources Management concentration, program revision (Not able to be addressed today as department gave no response to concerns raised.)

1. Missing footnotes in old program

E. 99- 57 EC 239 Economics of Sports, new course (Concerns still not addressed from earlier meeting. Shouldn’t be on agenda today.)

F. Putirka/Sadler motion to include 99-39 & 99-32 to agenda passed.

G. 99-32: GE 241 Physical Geography, course deletion.

H. 99-39: B.S. in Education – Social Science Educ./Geography Track, program revision.

1. All changes presented by SC as defended under rationale.

2. Question concerning rationale for continuing with 125-129 credits for graduation in this program addressed: 

a. EX 301 requirement raised total to above 125 credits. While the department was "on the record" in initially rejecting EX 301, they ultimately had no choice but to include it.

b. As they need to teach social sciences, they need to be encouraged to take as many courses as possible in Social Sciences' distribution.

3. Need to add “it” on new page 6 in number 2.3

4. Putirka/Weiner motion to approve 99-32 and 99-39 with suggestions noted passed with Sechrist abstention.
