II. Minutes from September 26, 2000 meeting approved on Sadler/Orchard motion with the following changes:

A. Add the following sentence to after IV. B. 7: If there is no response, the proposal will be removed from the docket. 

III. Chair’s Report:

A. Registrar response to questions from last meeting:

1. 30 Characters now available on Banner for course titles on course proposals.

2. Departments need to make sure that they are not using deleted course numbers in any new course proposals.

3. Departments need to have a course offering start date.  However, committee response is that the start date is out of the hands of the UWUCC as it is dependent upon course approval as far as the Board of Trustees.

B. Distance Ed is on the agenda of the Rep Council meeting in October.

C. HRIM/Culinary School agreement questioned at APSCUF Executive Council meeting.  Particular concern is requiring 481 courses.

D. Question about setting up a network drive: potentially problematic if other departments could get onto the drive and alter a course not in their department.  Suggestion that departments submit a disk with their proposal so that minor editorial/spelling errors could be corrected without having to send it back to the departments.

E. Education degree from four-step process to three-step process: problem with course submitted by faculty now on sabbatical in China.  Alternate contact person not correctly identified prior to faculty leaving, so proposal being adjusted by other department faculty now. (00-31)

F. Marcia McCarty needs UWUCC members or departments to identify what she needs to do with proposals delivered to her office.

G. At Executive Council, policy grievance over Bus Tech and MIS proposals back on September Trustees’ meeting.  Sechrist brought up the UWUCC concern about what to do about curriculum proposals from departments where they already have over 124 credits in their present department curriculums.  APSCUF wants justification for why any curriculum revision is over 124 credits.

III. Items for Review/Possible Action

A. Honors College Committee report

1. For information: HIST 305 Renaissance and Reformation approved for Honors credit

B. Liberal Studies Committee report: No report.

C. ANTH 365/RLST 365 Native North American Religions, course revision (00-06)

1. Religious Studies approval now in course proposal.

2. Sechrist: Other initial UWUCC concerns addressed by department in revised proposal.

3. Question raised about Anthropology majors only as prerequisite.  With Banner, can major’s restriction now be a prerequisite?  How does this affect the RLST 365 part of this course?  How does the ANTH 211 requirement affect the RLST part as well?  Will other non-majors simply shift to registering for RLST 365 instead?  This course is also listed as a Liberal Studies’ elective.  Has the Liberal Studies Committee been informed of this change?  By restricting this course to Anthropology majors only, can this course even stay on LS Electives list?  The prerequisite would also require LS Committee approval.  How are Anthropology or Religious Studies majors using this course: as LS elective using department prefix that isn't their department?  Or as major’s controlled elective only?

4. Course proposal sent back to department.

D. EDSP 102 Educational Psychology, number/catalog description changes, course prerequisite change proposal (00-25)

1. Sechrist: Revision addressed concerns of the SC.

2. Is this course for freshmen or sophomores?  Question about use of word sophomore in “Course Description and Objectives” in new syllabus of record.

3. Passed on Weiner/Wibowo with understanding that “sophomore” would be changed to “freshman.”

E. MATH 216 Probability and Statistics for Natural Sciences, catalog description change (00-27)

1. Wibowo: Revision responded to concerns of SC.

2. Never sent through LS Committee.  On agenda for next LS committee later this week.  Only eligible for provisional approval today.

3. Question about where the quizzes are happening in the course schedule.

4. Will hold on approval until approved by LS Committee.  Wibowo will communicate concerns noted above to department.

F. Changing THTR to DANC prefix for all dance courses (00-33)

1. Tannous/Peterson motion to accept the report from the College of Fine Arts approved.  Blackledge abstained.

2. Will go on to Senate for information only.

G. Proposals for course revisions for HIST 344 (00-20), HIST 345 (00-21) and HIST 346 (00-22) passed out at meeting for committee to review for next meeting.
