I. Meeting called to order at 3:17 PM.

II. Minutes from October 24, 2000 meeting approved on Staszkiewicz/Peterson motion with the following changes:

A. In Section I: change “adjourned” to “called to order”

B. In Section II, D: Change to “Add to IIIB: ‘and then approved the MATH 216 course revision (00-27)’.“

III. Chair’s Report:

A. Senate Bylaws Draft Revisions

1. Decided to make it clearer in Membership (1d) that there needed to be faculty from each discrete college on both committees

2. Adjusted the possibility that a faculty members could be Senate department reps and possibly be elected to the University-Wide Curriculum Committees with the recognition that alternate senators-at-large would be called upon to replace them as senators-at-large.

3. No clarification yet offered re: our committee’s concerns about the APSCUF co-chair having “to report to and consult with that APSCUF Executive Committee regarding all undergraduate curricular issues, prior to the final votes by the” UWUCC.  Suggest change to “be given the opportunity to report and consult with…”.  Also suggest that a reasonable time framework for that opportunity should also be defined clearly in the bylaw revision.

B. Liberal Studies Committee Report: for information

1. Dr. Dennis Giever, Criminology Dept, approved as Type I Writing Status – Professor Commitment

2. One time approval for Dr. Charles Rosenblum to teach ARHI 413 Senior Seminar as a writing intensive course in Spring 2001

C. BLAW 235 Intro to Business Law, title & catalog description change (00-12b)

1. Putirka: rationale offered that it has been 18 years since last changed.

2. Peterson/Staszkiewicz motion to approve passed.

D. Continued work on Handbook revision: Syllabus of Record (p. 23)

1. Need to include total number of class hours for lecture courses (formula = 14 hours per credit plus the exam)

2. Formula for total number of lab hours for lab course (formula = # of clock hours in the lab x 14)

3. Evaluation methods: Indicate possible types of evaluation methods that could be used to serve the objectives of the course.  Define acceptable choices for the final culminating activity during the final exam period.

4. Bold and underline Item VI. Required Textbook(s), Supplemental Books and Readings. Change last sentence to read: However, please indicate your judgement of the best possible textbooks currently available for possible consideration at the time the course is proposed.

5. Should include the sample syllabus of record in the same area of the handbook where the syllabus of record is first offered.  Basically need to include an entire sample of each curriculum change process after each change is introduced in the handbook – rather than in an appendix.
