Minutes

University-wide Undergraduate Curriculum Committee (UWUCC)

Tuesday, May 8, 2001

1. Present:  Cramer, Creany, Goldberg, Klingaman, Petersen, Putirka, Sadler, Sechrist, Staszkiewicz, Stephenson, Tannous, Weiner

Excused:  Orchard, Wibowo

2. With the excused absence of Dr. Orchard, Dr. Staszkiewicz agreed to take the minutes.

3. The minutes of the April 24, 2001 meeting were approved on a Sadler/Weiner motion with the following correction:

Item III C. should read, “The chair brought to the table the revised proposal 00-62 COMM 103 which was passed on a Klingaman/Staszkiewicz motion. (bold face type reflect corrections to minutes)

4. Chair’s Report

a. Dr. Sechrist reviewed the current UWUCC docket to determine if any updates should be made.  Marcia will prepare a revised docket for the committee.

b. Dr. Sechrist reported on the outcome of the meeting she attended with Dr. Donley (Math Dept), Dr. Yang (Computer Science Department), Dr. Kondo (Graduate Committee) and Dr. Staszkiewicz concerning the automation of the curriculum approval process.  Drs. Donley and Yang are representing the Center for Software Development and have been contracted by the Provost to develop an automated, template-driven software package that departments can use in the future to submit curriculum proposals.  It was decided that they would start with something reasonably simple (e.g., new course proposals) and work with the UWUCC and the Graduate Committee chairs.  This will be an ongoing project with a goal of field testing a module sometime next year.

c. Dr. Sechrist indicated that the Nursing BS catalog description included an incorrect number of credits and that it would be corrected.

5. Mr. Goldberg asked why the History Department’s course revisions for the Department Honor’s program were not on the agenda.  This apparently was an oversight and will be added to the next meeting.  Mr. Goldberg will communicate the committee’s apology to Dr. Cashdollar (History Dept.).

6. Liberal Studies Report:  

a. Dr. Sadler reported that Dr. Gwendolyn Torges (Political Science Dept.) has received Type I Professor Commitment approval

b. Dr. Sadler presented a question raised by Dr. Barkley Butler (Biology Dept.) as to what procedures needed to be followed in changing the catalog copy of the foreign language requirement in Biology.  She distributed a hard copy of an email from Kris Berezansky (Registrar’s Office) outlining the proposed change.  The committee reviewed the proposed change along with the current text in the catalog and concluded that it would require a program revision.  Dr. Sadler will communicate that to Ms. Berezansky and Dr. Butler

7. Geoscience 371 (Docket #57):  The committee reviewed the proposal and identified the following concerns:

a. Are the objectives at a level sufficiently high enough for an upper level course?

b. The catalog description should have more detailed information and include the fact that there is a corresponding lab.

c. The total hours needs to be checked.  The committee believes that a two lecture hours and three lab hours should translate to 90 hours in the syllabus.

8. COIS and Business Education (Docket #69a and #69b):  Both proposals were provisionally approved.  The department needs to resubmit the proposals with the appropriate side-by-side tables comparing the old and new programs.

9. B.S. in Accounting (Docket #00-59, a-f): Proposals were removed from the agenda because it appears that the subcommittee has not had sufficient time to meet and discuss the proposals themselves.
