B. Report that Representative council had no questions about the Liberal Studies 120 credit proposal, only the process. The co-chair informed the council about the shortened procedures. There have been no further e-mails from departments or individuals interested in providing feedback to the LS proposal. The Provost agreed to look into whether a range of credits can be stated in the catalog as long as the minimum 120 credits can be taken.

F. LSC recommendation for conversion to 120 credits. Debate over whether a range can be permitted. It was suggested that a disclaimer be added to indicate that students can choose to exceed the 120 mandated credits as long as it is made clear that the program can be completed as 120 credits. Peterson/Numan motion, Sechrist abstaining, to approve recommendation and forward to the November 5th Senate meeting. 

G. 02-24 SAFE 145 Workplace Safety Today and Tomorrow, distance education. Returned pending the submission of a syllabus that indicates its web-based components. Following this decision, the committee passed an Orchard/Carranza motion recommending that all proposers of distance education courses submit both a traditional and a web-based syllabus. This requires two changes to the UWUCC handbook in the section entitled “Course Revision that includes the use of Distance Education (Fall 2002 handbook:18): #4. 4b. Replace the sentence “Syllabus to show how objectives of the course will be fulfilled…” with “ A course syllabus that will be provided to students who will be enrolled in the Distance Education class.” 4c. Replace “Official catalog description and prerequisites” with “Senate approved syllabus of record which will include an official catalog description and prerequisites.” APSCUF will be informed of this decision. 

H. 02-13b BIOL 410 Molecular Biology Topics, new course. Provisional approval, pending a series of minor changes, on a Numan/Hemby motion, Peterson abstaining.
