II. Approval of Minutes from October 15 UWUCC meeting on a Hemby/Martin motion with the following changes:

a) III.A. the word “actual” should be replaced by the word “different.”

b) III. B. replace “report” with “reported.” The last sentence should be cut. 

c) III.C. Add sentence “Discussion to be continued at next UWUCC meeting.”

d) IV.F. replace “as” with “at 120 credits.”

III. Co-Chairs Report

Fine tuning of the 120 credit mandate before its presentation to the Senate on November 5th.  It was agreed that all departments will have to send paperwork to UWUCC to indicate how their degree programs will conform to the 120 credit mandate.  Discussed Special Procedures draft with committee. Suggested editing was adopted as follows: a) Procedure #1. In the paragraph entitled “Procedures,” add the following sentence after “…credits”: “Please specify the minimum number of Math and Liberal Studies Elective credits required.” B) Procedure #2. This should now read as follows: “ Programs that plan to change only the Liberal Studies section of their degree requirements; i.e., dropping a currently required/recommended course in the Liberal Studies electives category and/or changing the Mathematics requirement.” In the section entitled “Procedures,” two sentences have been added after the word “…numbers)”. The first sentence states: “Please specify the minimum number of Math and Liberal Studies Elective credits required.” The second sentence that follows the first sentence states: “ Please attach a copy of the e-mail or letter send to the department/s affected by your change.” C) In Procedure #4, replace “will have” with “plan”. In the section entitled “Procedures,” the last section should read “See the revised UWUCC handbook” and the web address for that handbook should be included. The last sentence should begin “ If you are uncertain about which procedure….” In all three sections entitled “Procedure,” there should be a period after the phrase “page 1” and a new sentence than follows that reads, “ On page 2,.” Changes approved on a Martin/Peterson motion.
