II.  
Approval of Minutes
Minutes from the February 24 UWUCC meeting were approved as submitted on a Sadler/Diaz-Martin motion.
III. Co-Chairs Report
In her absence, Dr. Sechrist provided the following written report to the committee:

The Spanish Department was contacted about deleting the phrase "or take a D/F repeat in" from the proposed catalog description of SPAN 102.
The response was that there was the same language in proposals that had passed UWUCC earlier and were on the March 2nd Senate Agenda, plus this same language appears in the current catalog on page 114.  Thus shouldn't they all be alike and that the department would prefer to keep it in because the phrase "or take a D/F repeat in," may be redundant but it may clarify for a student who erroneously thinks that "register for" implies registering for the first time.  In other words, perhaps the phrase serves to forewarn students that if they wish to take a D/F repeat, they should do so before they earn credit in a higher numbered Spanish course.  I agreed with the department that it was probably better to be redundant in this case. The phrase was kept in the proposed proposal, and I corrected the March 2nd Senate Agenda by adding SPAN to clarify higher level course.  

System Changes to the Academic Program Proposal Form.  At Dr. Sechrist’s request, M. Staszkiewicz provided an update on System Office changes that are pending.
Five-year accelerated track Masters Program in Biology.  Dr. Sechrist asked the committee to determine whether Biology should submit the undergraduate portion of their program to the UWUCC when the Dept. submits its proposal to the Graduate Committee for the accelerated master’s degree.   That master’s degree is being designed to enroll students while they are still undergraduates.  The UWUCC recommends that the Dept include the undergraduate portion and send it to the UWUCC so we’ll be prepared to answer questions on the Senate floor, should such questions arise.

 Honors College Committee Report
1. Honors Tracks for Anthropology, Economics, English, French, Philosophy, Religious Studies, Sociology, and Spanish were approved for Honors College credit.
2. Approved SPAN 481 Race and Ethnicity in Hispanic American Literature for Honors College credit (will be numbered as CHSS 498 Honors Colloquium when course has been approved by Senate)

BTST 105 Introduction to Business, course revision and number/catalog description change (was BTST 101)

A discussion surrounding the appropriateness of this course being listed under a single department, as opposed to college-wide, led to the conclusion that the UWUCC needed to confirm the college’s intent. Staszkiewicz indicated that he’d contact Dean Camp and find out what the college wants to do with regard to this matter.  In addition, a few editorial issues were identified:  P. 2 and P. 4 change “provide” to “provides.”  On Page 4, item 7, there is a missing comma.
VII. 03-34      BS in Education – Social Studies Education/ Economics track

Proposal was approved without change on a Sadler/Martin motion

VIII. 03- 36     BA Geography/Economic Geographer track, program revision

It appears that there is a problem with the number of courses identified in the major.  The UWUCC thinks the requirement should read “5 courses from …” rather than “4 courses from…” The reason is that the major requires 36 credits but it appears that only 33 are identified.  In addition, part 4 on evaluation date needs to be clarified that the evaluation cycle is simply the five-year evaluation that all IUP programs undergo and that there will be a student outcomes expectation in this review.

The program revision was given conditional approval on a Martin/Sadler motion.
