Sechrist reported that the UWGC has issued a response to the draft form being circulated by the Office of the Chancellor for the Notification of Intent to develop a program that will require Board of Governor or Office of the Chancellor approval.  The UWGC position is: 

“After discussing this form in our meeting the UWGC voted unanimously to condemn its use. We recommend that IUP-APSCUF encourage State-APSCUF to file a Policy Grievance on this issue and to vehemently oppose implementation of this procedure at the university and state levels.”

The only changes still needed are changing several objectives to make the verbs measurable and the removable of colons in the course titles to match the catalog, plus waiting for LS approval.
