II. Approval of Minutes:  On a Carranza/Martin motion, the minutes from August 31, 2004  were approved as submitted.
III. Co-Chairs Report
Sechrist announced that she had spoken with Dr. Nick Kolb, Associate Provost, regarding expectations and procedures for approving additional instructors to already approved distance education courses.  She reported that the procedure should be that the additional instructors should be named and the appropriate qualifications questions answered.  The request would then be transmitted through the department to the dean and then to the Provost.
Sechrist reported that she had met with Dr. Ray Biesel from the Punxsutawney Campus.  He is looking at the possibility of proposing an associate’s degree in forestry.  She also had spoken with Dr. Joe Domaracki from the Department of Special Education and Clinical Services.  The department is considering the creation of a track for students who choose not to finish the full teacher certification portion of the education degree.  This would be a good option for students who want to work in education-related fields but not be certified as teachers.  The program, as envisioned so far, could be tied to the field of Sociology.  Dr. Domaracki will attend the UWUCC’s next meeting to seek committee members’ advice.
