I. Call to Order 3:30

II. Approval of Minutes from October 30, 2007 Curriculum Committee Meeting.  On a Peterson/Hannibal motion, the October 30, 2007 minutes were approved with a minor revision.
III. Co-Chairs Report

a. At the last Senate meeting, the issue of training of faculty that teach distance education courses to assist with integrity, formatting, etc. Provost suggested meeting with representatives of UWUCC and UWGC to discuss. A future meeting with the co-chairs is possible.

b. Screening committee discussed concerns of Committee with proposer of HPED 445. Proposer discussed his use of term “implement”.  Screening committee reviewed modules. Sechrist looked at his separate blog page. 
c. Discussed a special topics course offered by COMM that is being offered for the 4th time and is at the College curriculum committee; will probably be on the next Committee agenda.

d. Sadler also brought up a special topics course, Disaster Preparedness, that also needs to be brought before this Committee for approval.

B. Liberal Studies Committee report:
For Information:

· Approved a request from Dr. David Ferguson, Department of Music to allow students who enroll in MUSC 281 Music of the British Invasion to count this as a Liberal Studies Elective for the Spring 2008 semester only; Sadler noted that the course was not approved for Fine Arts elective; suggested that he re-submit as liberal studies elective

For Action:

· Approved the LS component for the following programs: BA Computer Science; BS Computer Science/Information Assurance Track; BS Computer Science/Applied Computer Science Track; BS Computer Science /Languages and Systems
On a McCombie/Carranza motion, the Liberal Studies Committee report was accepted.

C. 07-22 HPED 445: Business Practices in Sport.  On a Sadler/Potts motion, proposal was approved.

D. 07-25 PHIL 110: Reasoning and the Law, new course.  Liberal Studies Committee did a provisional approval of the course; proposer hasn’t gotten back to Sadler with changes. Proposal was returned with the following comments: Objectives are very broad and should be measurable; need to add “at the end of this course, students will be able to…;” also regarding class participation, how will students be evaluated on participation? If this course serves as the sample syllabus of record of the course, Peterson wants class participation enumerated.  Final exam is not accounted for in the course outline. Samuels also questioned broadness of course objectives.  Committee requests a letter from affected departments participating in interdisciplinary pre-law minor about the proposed change from PHIL 101 to PHIL 110. Committee requests a clarification as to what PHIL courses will be required of interdisciplinary pre-law minor.  McCombie asked about the statement that the course will not be offered to continuing education students (B4, p. 4); it seems to contradict the statement in A1.
E. 07-26 Health and Physical Education, program proposal change. Program change was tabled with the following changes:  Sadler suggests spell check for typographical errors in faculty names. Sadler notes that NURS 143 should be listed (page 23) as a wellness course option.   Page 25, replace “track” with “program.” Sadler notes that footnotes are added on page 25. Scandrett notes that program revision doesn’t match the existing catalog (reflecting changes made but yet to be officially approved).  Stoudt requests Sechrist to ask the proposer if the new program is intended to match the current catalog. Committee also requests a side-by-side of program changes.
F. 07-27 General Science Education, Geoscience for a 3 year moratorium. On a Hannibal/Sadler motion, proposal was approved. Sechrist will clarify with Marcy Rearick how program will appear in catalog and whether item will go to Senate as a for-information item or for-action item.
