After the guests had left, Sechrist reported that before the APSCUF/Senate vote on the MA in Anthropology she had contacted the Graduate Committee because the dual listed courses never were brought for UWUCC review.  When the Anthropologists reported that they had been told by the Graduate Committee that they did not need to have undergraduate approval, the co-chair withdrew her objection but requested that the Graduate Committee be consistent with proposers.

On a Scandrett/Hannibal motion, the
      proposal was approved.

g. 07-13d SPAN 412 The Spanish Novel of the Nineteenth and Twentieth Centuries, course revision, catalog description change, dual list with grad.  On a Hannibal/Potts motion the proposal was approved provisionally.  Committee requests the proposer add the old and new catalog descriptions to the last page. [Later it was discovered that “The” is missing from the title ad that 19th and 20th need to be written out.]
h. 07-13e SPAN 413 Spanish Poetry, Nineteenth Century to Present (was Spanish Poetry of the Nineteenth and Twentieth Centuries), course revision, catalog description change, title change, dual list with grad.  On a Hannibal/Potts motion the proposal was approved provisionally.  Committee requests the proposer add the old and new catalog descriptions to the last page. [Again, 19th and 20th need to be written out].
i. 07-13f SPAN 420 Modern Hispanic Theater, course revision, catalog description change, dual list with grad.  On a Hannibal/Potts motion the proposal was approved provisionally.  Committee requests the proposer add the old and new catalog descriptions to the last page. [Later it was discovered that “Taught in Spanish” was missing from this new catalog description.]
j. 07-13g SPAN 431 Spanish American Poetry, course revision, catalog description change, dual list with grad.  On a Hannibal/Potts motion the proposal was approved
                        provisionally.  Committee requests the proposer add the old and new catalog
                        descriptions to the last page. 
k. 07-13h SPAN 453 Spanish Phonetics and Phonemics, course revision, catalog description change, dual list with grad.  On a Hannibal/Potts motion the proposal was approved provisionally.  Committee requests the proposer add the old and new catalog descriptions to the last page. 
l. 07-14 PHIL 222 Ethics, distance education.  The proposal was returned for revisions.  The course description and objectives were changed, which cannot be done in a DE proposal so that should be changed on the docket and agenda.  The Committee also questioned if the syllabus submitted was the actual current syllabus of record because it had an instructor’s name on it.  The original syllabus of record should be in the Liberal Studies office.
m. Delivery of Programs via Distance Education Technology Policy.  Sechrist discussed the percentage of the program question, which has received comments from at least one individual interested in distance education.  Sechrist will get a list of all distance education courses to determine which majors might be close to an online program proposal under the proposed policy.  Committee members suggest exploring the research on distance education to see how other universities are dealing with the issue.  Kolb commented that research he has read indicate there was no difference between online and face-to-face classes.  Pearlman suggested a rationale for the policy be added.  Sechrist requested the committee to further review the proposed policy for editorial changes or corrections and noted that it has been forwarded to APSCUF for comments.
