I. Call to Order

II. Minutes from March 10, 2009 Curriculum Committee Meeting approved on a Scandrett/Numan motion.
III. Co-Chairs Report
A. Returned Distance Education proposals.  The Distance Ed subcommittee updated us on why they were suggesting that the following proposals be returned to the Communications Media Department: 08- 75 COMM 390 Practicum in Communications Media, 08-76 COMM 395 Career Planning in Communications Media, and 08-77  COMM 493 Internship.  Some of these courses may require course revisions first and there were significant problems with course objectives.  On a Potts/Scandrett motion, the committee voted to return the proposals.  Sechrist reviewed the other DE courses the subcommittee is to review.
B. The Registrar’s office notified the Co-chair some departments have courses listed as 200/500 that have never been approved for dual listing, e.g. COMM 249/549 and COMM 203/503.  The Communications Department is asking to be allowed to continue to offer this during the summer while they work on the revisions.  Sechrist noted that this is more an issue for the graduate curriculum committee to consider.
C. Sechrist mentioned that discussions have begun on a potential partnership with a university in Bangalore, India in which students could complete their bachelor’s degree in business at IUP by transferring seventy credits of in-class instruction in India and finishing their last 45 credits in Indiana (an on-line completion would be possible in a more limited number of programs if there are visa issues).  This will go through the curricular process as a catalog description change for the college.
