Criteria for Evaluation

The selection criteria identifies six areas on which submissions would be evaluated. In addition to the general count of citations and quality of them, each citation entry is evaluated based on mechanics, citation style, and appropriateness. The criteria are a combination of objective and subjective measures.

	a. Mechanics (spelling, grammatical, etc.)

	Minimal to zero errors

(APA, Chicago, MLA, etc.) 
	All parts of the citation (author, title, publisher etc.) are included correctly  
	Some parts of a citation are missing
