Appendix H

II. EMPLOYEE POLICY
A.  
All employees of the Energy Production and Conservation Department are required to comply with the personal protective guidelines described herein.  Various parts of the plants will not always require all personal protective equipment.  However, all employees must maintain on site access to all personal protective equipment.

B.  
All employees are required to wear at least one type of hearing protection.  
Muffs and/or sponges or ear plugs of high quality and rating shall be 
acceptable. The level of hearing protection depends on the level of noise 
reduction.  Wearing both inserts and muffs together substantially 
increases the level of hearing protection.  The Department will furnish ear 
sponges and muffs to all employees.  All hearing protection provided by 
the employee shall meet all applicable standards and must be approved 
by the Director.  

C.  
All employees are required to wear protective hard hats.  Hard hats shall 
meet the requirement and specifications established in American National 
Standard Safety Requirements, Z89.1-1969.  The Department will furnish 
hard hats to all employees.  Liners and helmets will be replaced by the 
Department for reasons of 
normal wear and tear.  Equipment needing 
replacement for reasons of abuse shall be replaced at the expense of 
the employee. 

D.  
All employees are required to wear an appropriate type of footwear.  
Sandals, open type shoes, tennis shoes, sneakers, or other soft, 
“non-working” purpose footwear are unacceptable.  All employees will be 
responsible for providing their own appropriate footwear.  The Director 
shall determine the appropriateness of all footwear.

E.  
All employees are required to wear protective eye wear.  Safety glasses 
with side shields or total coverage safety goggles shall be acceptable.  
The Department shall furnish appropriate protective eyewear to all 
employees.  Employees requiring corrective lenses will be furnished 
protective eyewear suitable for coverage over corrective lenses.  
Employees who can show that their corrective lenses meet the 
American National Standard for Occupational and Educational Eye and 
Face Protection, Z87.1-1968, may use their corrective lenses safety 
glasses if side shields are incorporated.  Side shields will be provided by 
the Department.
