This document is required to mark an application complete. It is not considered in admission decisions. After admission, the Office of International Education will work with students to confirm funding sources (scholarships, loans, assistantships) prior to issuing student immigration documents. Students need to have evidence of funding available for their visa interview and entry to the U.S.
