HP 344 Adapted Physical Education, was approved on a Carter/Soni motion to change from a Type III course to a Type II department writing course with a friendly suggestion for the proposer to clarify the grading criteria -how much of the 60% is tests/quizzes and how much is class participation? 

AN 480 Anthropology was approved on a Wingard/Carter motion as a Type II department writing course.
