Minutes of the December 17, 1998 meeting were approved. 

Dr. Carleen Zoni, Dean of the College of Health & Human Services will replace Dr. Hal Wingard on the committee. 

Two students have agreed to serve on the committee. Their names will be forwarded to the Provost for appointment to the committee. 

Dr. Gay Chow's LS 499 proposal, "Food in Literature" was reviewed and Dr. Chow was present to respond to questions. On a Carter/Mitchell motion the course was approved with one member abstaining. It was suggested that Dr. Chow consider a new title. 

TH 310 Theater Criticism, submitted by Mr. Ed Simpson for Type III writing designation was approved on a Carter/Swinker motion. This approval is contingent on compliance with the minimum page requirement for writing intensive courses. Mr. Simpson is also interested in Type I approval and will request this designation once he completes a writing workshop. 

On a Swinker/Nastase motion, MG 402 Seminar in Human Resource Management was approved as a Type II departmental writing course. 

The request from the French department to list AN 110 or AN 211 as recommended social science electives for the Bachelor of Science in French Education (K-12) was approved on a Carter/Swinker motion. 

The request from the Computer Science department to list MA 123 or (MA 121-MA 122) as the recommended Liberal Studies math requirement and to delete MA 127 from the list was approved on a Soni/Goodwin motion. 

The liberal studies component of the COIS proposal was reviewed again in light of an error that was identified at the 219 UWUCC meeting. EC 122 was incorrectly identified as Principles of Economics I and was listed as a Social Science elective. In fact, EC 122 Principles of Economics II is the course intended for the COIS Associate of Arts degree, however it is not a social science elective but rather is in the liberal studies elective category. Following discussion, and on a Soni/Carter motion, the committee approved the following changes in the Liberal Studies component of the COIS proposal: Social Sciences are reduced to 6 credits and Liberal Studies electives increased to 9 credits. EC 122 Principles of Economics II may be listed as a Liberal Studies Elective. 

The recommendations from the Middle States Team report related to the Liberal Studies program were discussed. These recommendations will be more fully explored this semester by the committee and decisions on action will follow.
