Discussion: 

Discussed the BI 11 6 Introduction to Marine Biology proposal submitted by Dr. Arthur Hulse. 

The following items need to be addressed by the proposer: 

1) 
proposal needs to be consistent with the approved UWUCC format 

2) 
course description seems rather bland and could benefit from more descriptive language 

3) 
objectives-appear to be written as professor goals rather than student behaviors expected to be achieved in the course 

4)
the final text following the numbered objectives seems to be a combination of professor goal and expected student behavior 

5) 
course outline -the mere listing of topics does not offer the reader any idea of what will be discussed with each of the topics. The course description mentions discussion but the topical outline suggests pure lecture with the exception of lecture 42 where open discussion is identified as taking place during that class period. 

6) 
course outline or assignments (as written) do not reflect how certain L. S. criterion are being met -i.e. focus on women, minorities in Marine Biology; scientific inquiry; aesthetic mode of thinking; communicating knowledge and ideas through writing and speaking; treating concepts and themes in sufficient depth 

7) 
assignments -the scrapbook needs more description including how it is evaluated and examples of acceptable journals and journal entries 

8)
bibliography and required texts -use an accepted format consistently throughout (dates of publication and author information incomplete in some cases) 
9)
grading scale -need to show how student grade is calculated for the course 

Dr. Hulse is meeting with the Director of Liberal Studies next week and the committee feedback will be shared with him. 
No report yet on the status of courses in the Liberal Studies category.
