Minutes of December 7, 2000 were approved on a Young/Wilson motion. 

Dr. Stephanie Taylor-Davis was approved to teach the synthesis section LBST 499 Food & Culture as a one-time substitute for Dr. Mia Barker on a Wilson/Foran motion. 

Approval was given for the prerequisite change for GEOS 131 and 132 Historical Geology, and Lab with corrections and suggestions on a Foran/Hanson motion. Corrections include: under justification, the sister course GEOS 131 should be GEOS 121 for GEOS 131 and the sister course GEOS 121 should be GEOS 122 for GEOS 132. Also in the old catalog description under prerequisites for GEOS 131 the catalog does not show GEOS 121/122. The committee felt this must be a catalog error. 

Drs. Charles Cashdollar and Janet Goebel discussed and answered questions on the request for a change in the honors section of LSBT 499 to HNRC 499. Among the justifications offered for the change to HNRC 499 were: administrative reasons, pedagogy consistent with other honors courses, better able to address the Core Questions that frame the honors college curriculum. In addition, such a change would provide opportunities for faculty teaching the honor's synthesis to meet as a group and discuss the course since all sections would be addressing the same core question, Dr. Cashdollar assured the committee that the proposal would not result in fewer seats in the LBST 499 sections. 

The vote for approval was tabled on a Soni/Foran motion until input can be obtained from Mary Sadler, Brenda Carter and Carleen Zoni. 

The course GEOG 261 Geography of Wine was approved as a Liberal Studies Elective on a Feldman/Hanson motion with an addition. The addition is to make sure that the required field trip information is included in the course description.

The meeting was adjourned on a Wilson/Hanson motion at 4:40 p.m.
