ENGL 212 American Literature Beginning to 1900 was submitted for Type II department course approval. A more general syllabus of record is needed -one that includes the catalog description, approved course objectives (adding an objective related to writing) and writing assignments that can be used as a guide for any faculty assigned to teach the course. Dept will be asked to submit a more general syllabus of record for the type II approval. 

Reviewed the HNRC 499 Honors Synthesis -concern that the prerequisite has changed and the revised version does not include "permission of instructor" so that non-honors college students could enroll should there be a need for a qualified student.
