Minutes from 10/14 reviewed; approval recommended on a Young/Zoni motion. Action deferred until next  meeting.
Reviewed the revisions forwarded by Dr. Beth Mabry for Type I approval using the SOC 357 syllabus.  On a Wilson/Deutschlander motion recommended approval of Dr. J. Beth Mabry for Type I Professor Commitment writing approval, pending electronic ballot results.  Motion passed, yes-7; no-0; abs-2 .
Reviewed the liberal studies component of the BS Natural Science/Science for Disaster Response Track; the proposal reflected changes requested by the LSC at the 9/30 meeting related to correct number of LS credits. Other questions raised by the LSC have subsequently been addressed by the UWUCC.  On a Wilson/Deutschlander motion recommended approval of the LS component of the BS Natural Science/Science for Disaster Response Track pending results of an electronic ballot. Motion failed to yield a majority, yes-4;  no-0; abs-4.
Reviewed revisions to the MUHI 301 submitted by Ms. Stephanie Caulder and Dr. Lorraine Wilson.  On a Zoni/Wilson motion approved MUHI 301 Music History I as a Type II department writing course.  
Reviewed Type II request from Ms. Sally McCombie for FCSE 350 Teaching Family Life Education. Dr. Swinker responded to questions on behalf of the proposer. The following recommendations for revision were noted: 1) syllabus of record should be in UWUCC format using the correct prefix and course title, the exact catalog description as is found in the current catalog, and the pre-requisites and co-requisite, 2) questioned whether the course objectives are those that were part of the senate approved syllabus, 3) writing criteria is not included or emphasized in the descriptions of the writing assignments included in the proposal; i.e. Unit of Instruction and Journal Article Review, 4) it is not clear how revisions of writing assignments will be handled, 5) how are the  expectations for writing are communicated to students, 6) the attendance policy states that up to 3 unexcused absences are permitted; suggest clarifying that it is 3 HOURS of class rather than 3 classes. This is an important distinction in the event that the class is taught on a T-R or one day a week schedule, and 7) course should include an updated bibliography.
