On a Young/Deutschlander motion approved committee minutes from the 3/3 meeting.
Discussed the revised LBST 499 Great Lakes proposal. The committee acknowledges the efforts to increase the attention to issues of diversity - minorities and gender- that are relevant to the geographical boundaries of the course, and hope that the proposers find meaningful ways to integrate this information throughout the course since the area is rich with such influence. On a Myers/Barnacle motion approved LBST 499 Great Lakes with permission to cross list it with GEOG 484 Field Studies in Geography and Social Studies.
Discussed Dr. Jack Julian’s proposal for Type I writing status; reviewed ECON 334 International Trade as a sample course. On a Myers/Young motion approved Type I writing status for Dr. Jack Julian. (Barnacle abstained).

Discussed with Dr. Pierce the IFMG 460 Analysis & Logical Design proposal for Type II status and offered the following recommendations: 1) editorial corrections on the Writing Summary narrative, 2) better consistency between the assignments as noted in the Summary of Writing Assignments Chart and the Evaluation Methods section of the syllabus, 3) use the Summary Chart found in the UWUCC handbook that separates exams from other assignments, 4) consider identifying more clearly for students each of the writing assignments and how much each one contributes to the final grade, 5) consider developing an explanation of how written assignments will be evaluated (i.e. rubric), and 6) recommend changing some language on the Supplemental Statement to: labeling it “Statement of Departmental Responsibility”;  item #1 changing “must” to “are strongly encouraged”; and item #3 changing “will” to “may”. On a Barnacle/Deutschlander motion provisionally approved IFMG 460 Analysis & Logical Design for Type II status (pending revisions).
