Following discussion, on a Martin/Wacker motion, the LSC agreed to permit students who enroll during the spring of 07 and the spring of 08 to count this course as fulfilling a non-lab science requirement, by completing the Petition for Exception to a Liberal Studies Requirement form. 

Reviewed the request from Muhammad Numan to add Mr. Ron Freda to the syllabus of record for The Atomic Bomb; discussed the syllabus and teaching of the course with Mr. Freda. On a Wilson/Wacker motion approved Mr. Ron Freda for teaching LBST 499 The Atomic Bomb. 

Dr. Martin Hughes presented his Type I writing request with the current syllabus from SOC341 The Sociology of Education as an example.  On a Coccarelli/McKee motion approved Dr. Hughes for Type I professor commitment status. The committee also agreed that the “w” could be added to the section of SOC 341 that Dr. Martin is teaching this semester. Dr. Martin was excused from the meeting during the deliberation and voting process.
