On a Wacker/Coccarelli motion approved the 11-2-06 minutes with some editorial corrections. 
Reviewed the Type I proposal from Erika Davis Frenzel, Department of Criminology, and offered the following comments for consideration or revision: 1) concerns that the course does not offer students “ample opportunity for revision” – is it reasonable to create more opportunities for instructor feedback and revision?, 2) using the grading scale, it seems possible for a student to not complete the final paper and still be able to earn a “B” – is this so?, 3) the course syllabus should list the prerequisites of CRIM 101 and 102, 4) semester is 14 weeks long, with week 15 considered the final exam week (no formal classes), 5) the committee is interested in looking at the rubric for evaluating attendance/participation of students, 6) what is the purpose of the minute writing assignments and how does this relate to student learning in the course; are the papers collected and read by the faculty?  7) concern that the essay exams comprise ½ of the writing in the course, 8) final paper is referenced in the syllabus as being 10-12 pages, but on the chart is identified as an 8 page paper, 9) more explanation about how faculty feedback/student revision is handled – the description about the rough draft on page 6 does not seem to allow much time for these activities, 10) the committee would like to review the syllabus of record for this course to determine whether the course objectives are the same and to understand better how writing is being integrated in this proposal.
