Liberal Studies Committee Meeting Minutes

Introduced Dr. Martin Hughes, Sociology department appointed by Provost Samuels to replace Dr. Caroll Young for the academic year, and Dr. Becky Knickelbein, Special Education & Clinical Services appointed to replace Dr. B. G. Wilson for the fall term. A replacement for Dr. Sharon Deutschlander for the fall term is being arranged.  
The committee reviewed the minutes from 4-12-06 that were approved via electronic ballot on 5-1-06. 
Sadler shared the final version of the Expected Undergraduate Student Learning Outcomes that were approved by the Senate in May 2006. 
Sadler provided a brief summary of the process for disseminating information to the university community about the summer meetings and an overview of the work planned for this semester. 

On an Asamoah/Coccarelli motion approved the request from Dr. George Bieger to add both Dr. Susan Fello and Dr. Sara Rutledge to the list of faculty approved to teach LBST 499 Childhood in America. Since the syllabus being used for this section appears to have been substantially updated since the approval in 1993, it was recommended that the group of faculty who teach this section submit an updated proposal to the LSC.
On a Myers/Asamoah motion approved Dr. Jonathan Lewis, Geoscience Department for Type I Professor Commitment writing status. The committee suggests a rewording of Course Outcome #5 that relates to writing skills, so that it better reflects the student learning that Dr. Lewis wishes to foster, and for him to revisit the attendance policy for possible revision. It was also recommended that Dr. Lewis discuss with his department chair using the UWUCC Expedited Review Process to update the current syllabus of record for the course.
