Liberal Studies Committee Meeting Minutes
September 14, 2006

On a Zoni/Wacker motion approved the 9-7-06 minutes.
Sadler reported on her discussions with Dr. Nicholson and the LBST 499 Childhood in America proposal that has changed significantly over the course of time. 
Dr. Chris Orchard met with the committee about the Type III proposal for ENGL 434 Shakespeare; it was suggested that Dr. Orchard change his request from a Type III to a Type I request since the teaching of writing is his field of expertise.  After receiving clarification about what this distinction entails, he agreed that Type I was the designation he preferred. The following minor suggestions were offered: 1) clarify the attendance policy, hours rather than times, and refer to language on  page 28 in the undergraduate catalog, 2) since the final activity is not an exam, perhaps the label final culminating activity is a better description, 3)  objective #4 could be revisited using “synthesize” as the verb, 4) check for formatting issues so that the type is consistent, 5) include full bibliographic reference for the required readings, and 6) use the title and description as found in the undergraduate catalog.
On a Zoni/Wacker motion, Dr. Orchard was approved for Type I Professor Commitment status.

Reviewed the proposal from Dr. Nancy Bell, LBST 499 Humor and Society and made the following suggestions: 1) clarify the attendance policy, 2) change sh abbreviation to cr, 3) change title on syllabus from Language & Politics to the new title (pg 3); 4) consider some updating of the bibliography a number of references are over 10 years old, 5) consider changing objective E. to read “reflect on” and make the stem singular and the final objective singular as well, 6) consider that language such as found on page 5 “as early as possible” may need to be more definitive for students.  
On a Knickelbein/Hughes motion with Myers abstaining, approved the changes to the liberal studies component of the BS in Education - Mathematics Education program, thereby reducing Liberal Studies Elective credits from 6 to 3.
