B. 99-34: BI Introduction to Marine Biology, new course

1. Has LS and Geoscience approval

2. Syllabus of record - p. 1: He met with LS who had some problems with the way the syllabus was developed.  Mismatch between objectives, course outline and catalog description noted. Suggest deletion of last sentences in objectives #1 & 2.  Suggest eliminating "should be avoided" at end of objective # 5. Suggest eliminating last paragraph on p. 1.

3. Suggest that catalog description on page 8 is better than the catalog description on p. 1.  Suggest replacing "discussion" with "examination" in catalog description on p. 1.

4. On p. 4, need to correct grading scale for D (60-69%)

5. Sent back to department for corrections/changes.

C. 99-54: CNSD 150 Life Skills: Improving Your Social and Emotional Intelligence, new course 

1. Peterson updated committee on this proposal.

2. Major concern was issue of course counting towards graduation in some programs.  Support letters from the chairs of the Psychology Department and Educational and School Psychology Department would seem to indicate that this shouldn't be a problem.  Duntley letter of support would indicate that this should be a credit-bearing course. 

3. New course approved for Senate agenda.
