D. APSCUF Executive Board report (Peterson): Significant concern with approval of any curriculums that exceed 124 credits.  MIS and Business Tech programs will be sent to Rep Council for approval and not to Council of Trustees at this point.  APSCUF requests that UWUCC notify them in the future whenever there is a program proposal approved that exceeds 124 credits.

2. Questions still about difference in tone between course objectives (negative impact) and course outline.  Peterson helped committee understand that awareness of positive/negative aspects of each topic would normally be addressed in classes taught by department faculty.

3. Tannous/Sadler motion to approve BI 116 passed.

C. 99- 50 FR 390 / GR 390 Teaching Elementary School Content in French and German, new course

1. Responded to all UWUCC questions.

2. Concern about restricting course to 20 students.  (Dean signed off on the proposal.)  Is there a strong enough rationale to sustain this number limit in present fiscal constraints – given that 25 students is usually the number for other intensively taught courses such as writing-intensive courses?

3. Sechrist will address chair of department re: number of seats.

D. 99- 58 BI 117 Understanding HIV Biology and AIDS, new course proposal

1. Concern about decimals in grading scale not pursued by committee.

2.  Concern raised about interface between course objectives and topic outline.

3. Questions raised about level appropriateness of text – and course outline.

4. In "Evaluation Methods” section in syllabus of record, need to eliminate specific activities/processes that should be defined by instructor of course.
