II. Minutes of April 11 meeting: Approved on a Sechrist/Tannous motion with the following changes:

A. IV, D: change second item 1 to item 5.

B. Add 99-57 EC239 Economics of Sports to section IV  with following notes from UWUCC meeting:

1. As the course does not need to be team taught, all plural pronouns as well as all personal pronouns need to be edited out of the proposal.

2. All pages need to be numbered.

3. In the catalog description there should be c after the first 3 and that should be in a parenthesis. (3c-0l-3sh) On a line between 3 credits and 3 lecture hours should be 0 lab hours.

4. In the course outline, the lettering needs to be corrected.

5. All statements about assignments should be deleted because that is more of a factor in an individual syllabus than the syllabus of record.

6. No specific brand/company names should be mentioned in the syllabus of record (i.e. Copies Now)

7. Concerns about bibliography: Can more recent works be added?  Can it address a more consistent and appropriate style? Is a 15-page bibliography necessary?

C. Delete “will be sent to Rep Council for approval and” from III D.

III. Chair's Report:  

A. APSCUF is now requesting copies of the UWUCC minutes.

B. We will have a final meeting on 4/25.

C. Chair will prepare summary report to Senate re: activities of UWUCC this past year.

IV. Items for Review/Possible Action:

A. Liberal Studies Committee: for action

1. Dr. Matt Wilson, English, approved as Type I Writing Professor

2. Dr. John Marsden, English, approved as Type I Writing Professor

B. 99- 50 FR 390/GR 390 Teaching Elementary School Content in French and German, new course

1. Changed course minimum to 25

2. Sechrist/Sadler motion to approve passed.

C. 99- 43a BS in Food and Nutrition Science, program deletion

1. Formerly two degrees.  Now one degree in two tracks.

2. Putirka/Miller motion to approve passed.

D. 99- 43b BS in Nutrition, program revision/title change (was BS in Dietetics)

1. Earlier concerns of UWUCC addressed satisfactorily 

2. Concern raised about 124-128 credit range for graduation in both tracks.

a. For Nutrition/Dietetics Track, students would only choose 128 credit choice with Natural Science Option II if planning on graduate work.

b. For Nutrition/Nutrition Track, students would only choose 128 credit choice with larger credit certificate programs and Natural Science Option II.

3. Suggest that it be made more clear to majors about what the Natural Science Option II does in preparation for graduate studies.  As two options aren’t easily interchanged, it’s even more essential that majors be fully aware of difference in two science options.  A footnote to list of required courses in each track might make it clearer (footnote 1 on Dietetics track; footnote 3 on Nutrition track).

4. Putirka/Weiner motion to approve passed with stipulation concerning added footnotes above.

E. 99- 44a BS in Regional Planning, all tracks, program revision

1. All LS credits now uniformly 53-58 credits for all tracks.

2. Sadler/Weiner motion to approve passed with Sechrist abstention.

F. 99- 44b RP 353 Planning Design I, new course

1. Addressed earlier concerns of committee.

2. Sadler/Putirka motion to approve passed with Sechrist abstention.

G. 99- 44c RP 354 Planning Design II, course revision, catalog description, title change (was Planning Design)

1. Addressed earlier concerns of committee.

2. Sadler/Putirka motion to approve passed with Sechrist abstention.

H. 99- 46 MA 363 Mathematical Statistics I, course revision

1. Major changes are prerequisites.  As presently taught, can’t cover material of course as a result of teaching content available in pre-requisite add-on MA 216.

2. In Evaluation Methods:

a. Need to assign maximum point value for Project (40 points).

b. Need to adjust points range for grade of D: 240-279

c. Assign specific year in Justification/rationale on p. 4

d. Space needed between B8 and C in Course Outline on p. 2

3. Tannous/Orchard motion to approve with changes noted above passed with Myers abstention.

I. 99- 51b FN 362 Experimental Foods, course revision

1. Maintaining FN 355 as a pre-requisite by deleting 3 credits from track courses and putting FN 355 in required courses.

2. Putirka/Tannous motion to approve passed.

J. 99- 53a FN 150 Foods, course revision and 99- 53b FN 151 Foods Laboratory, course revision

1. Concern about co-requisite of FN 151 not a problem if a student needs to D/F repeat only one of these courses.  Chair willing to do over-ride in Banner to facilitate if necessary.

2. Putirka/Sechrist motion to approve both 99-53a-b passed.

K. Tannous/Sadler moved that 99 –52 be considered as addition to agenda passed. 99-52 Secondary Mathematics Education, program revision:

1. Addition of MA 455 to BS in Education – Mathematics Education is only change.

2. Needs to add asterisk and note presently on p. 1 to program comparisons on p. 2 as well.

3. Tannous/Weiner motion to approve with two corrections noted above passed with Myers abstention.

L. Sadler/Peterson motion to put 99-13 BS in Education, Secondary Spanish, program revision on agenda passed:

1. All signatures now on cover page as required.

2. Sadler/Peterson motion to approve program revision passed.
