II. Minutes from November 14, 2000 meeting approved on Peterson/Sadler motion with the following changes:

A. Delete “and HIST 195 prerequisite” from III,A,1

B. In III, A, 2: substitute “approval chart different” for “form signature line change”

C. In III, D, second sentence:  insert IUP after “President of “ and change “her or his designee” to “his/her designee”

D. In III, D, third sentence: change UWGC to UWUCC

E. In IV, B: add “none” to end of line

C.  (00-32a) NURS 211 Nursing Practice I, new course

1. Evaluation methods explained to committee.  Suggest that it be changed to note that all grades below 70% = F if the semester average must be 70% in order to pass the course. Otherwise, grade appeals may be a problem for this course and the others listed below.

2. Hold on motion to approve until the department determines evaluation question for all new courses submitted. 

3. If accreditation changes become necessary in these courses, such updates need to be identified in Department of Nursing and Allied Health Professions Student Information Handbook.

4. Need to change spelling of prerequisite and simply list them by prefix and number and without course title.

D. (00-32b) NURS 212 Professional Nursing I, new course 

1.  Same concerns concerning evaluation methods as noted above.

E. (00-32bc) NURS 213 Nursing Practice II, new course

1. Same concerns about evaluation methods as above.

F. (00-32c) NURS 214 Health Assessment, new course

1. Same evaluation concerns

2. Notes that this course has Prerequisites and Co-requisites. Need to change spelling of prerequisite and simply list them by prefix and number and without title.

G. (00-32d) NURS 236 Foundations of Nursing, new course

1. Same evaluation concerns.

2. Need to change spelling of prerequisite and simply list them by prefix and number and without title.

3. Hold on motion until evaluation methods question addressed.

H. (00-28) HPED 492 Health Fitness Instructor Preparation

1. Taught three times as Special Topics course in summer, designed to help people to become health fitness instructor.

2. SC concern about course being “owned” by the American College of Sports Medicine.  Department response is that this organization simply defines what must be taught in the course in order to get certified by the organization. 

3. Need to ask how much of this course is unique and how much is repeated in other department courses.

4. In Catalog listing, prerequisites need to be listed with prefix only once and course numbers separated by commas (as regularly listed in catalog).  

5. Any validation offered by American College of Sports Medicine as to their authorization to teach this course towards certification?  Do any other universities teach this course?

6. Returned to department for responses.

I. (00-34) HNRC 483 Honors Undergraduate Thesis

1. This course is to provide HC students with the option to do an honors thesis even if their major department doesn’t presently offer a thesis course.

2. Honors College will pay “independent study” contracts for departments where used.

3. Need to change to Banner ID # instead of Social Security # in form on pg. 10.

4. Putirka/Weiner motion to approve passed.
