III. Co-Chairs Report

1. Received a response from Professor Sutton regarding the total number of credits for the Physics track within the 02-84 B.S in Education – General Science Education program. It was agreed to retain the Math options as stated in the proposal and use a footnote to remind students who take the Physics track about the number of credits required. 

2. Received a missive from Professor See, Chair of the Chemistry Department, regarding the Chemistry proposals that had a pre-med concentration. The committee agreed that they would consider only the BA, BS and BA Pre-Med concentration proposals with the BS Pre-Med concentration proposal being left for consideration until next year. The committee also agreed that as a result the language concerning the Pre-Med concentration should be omitted from the program description in the 2003-2004 catalog.  

3. The Theater Department wished to notify the committee about number changes due to inactive courses. They have pursued this option to avoid deleting courses.  This will result in a change to the course numbers as they are currently stated in the docket. The changes will affect proposals 02-67 through 02-67l ( THTR 203 becomes THTR 205, THTR 204 becomes THTR 206, THTR 205 becomes THTR 207 and THTR 206 becomes THTR 208). These changes will be discussed when Professor Blackledge of the theater department meets with the committee.
